| will pass a friendly security guard, sitting to the right.

They are here to help people and keep the art safe.




To get to the upper lobby,
| will either take the stairs in front of me
or the ramp to my left.

| can use an elevator.
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While | look at the art, | should keep my hands at my sides.
Then the art will be safe.
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Sometimes the museum can be

crowded and loud.
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Sometimes the museum can be quiet and not so crowded.
If | want a quiet space, | can ask a security guard where to go.
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When | am ready to leave, | can go back to Mia’s
Third Avenue Entrance. | can pick up my belongings
at the Coat Check by giving the staff the plastic tag.
